FDA Panel 
Recommends 
Approval of Merckõs 
Antiretroviral 
Raltegravir: 

An independent FDA panel 
recommended approval of   Merckôs 
Antiretroviral drug Raltegravir.  The 
antiretroviral drug, reduces HIV viral 
load after 24 weeks of use in people 
that are HIV positive, whom have not 
responded to other treatments.  
Raltegravir works by blocking HIV 
enzyme (Integrase). Integrase, an 
enzyme necessary for HIV to 
replicate in the body.  Merck stated, 
ñif the drug is approved it will be used 
in combination with standard oral 
antiretrovirals by HIV positive people 
who have developed resistance to 
their current treatments.ò
